President’s Report

Jan began by proposing a 50/50 fundraising campaign with SSC to build a turf field on Cooper 2. We would then be able to attract state tournaments. Jan would like to have radiant heat and Harry Cooper Supply would donate the pipes for the project. It is a 1.2 million dollar proposition. Jan will approach one family to make a 6 figure donation. Jan will be the campaign chair even after his presidency is over. Dan will talk to the Park Board regarding this matter. The plan is for a group to fly up to look at the Gallagher Complex in St. Louis and talk to the fundraiser chairman.
Steve Olson came to the meeting to propose a plan to provide marketing for LCS. He would charge LCS an hourly rate of $50-$75 at the beginning and then he would work on commission only. The board decided to look into the matter further and have Steve have the proposal written up.

Jan also discussed the MSU Foundation Scholarship. The MSU Soccer Scholarship was started many years ago and is currently valued at $27,000. He would like to rephrase the wording for the scholarship so that it can include soccer players only and women. Kelly will e-mail out the current agreement so it can be changed by the board.

Treasurer’s Report

Wayland reported that we will have a bigger loss in concessions this year than originally budgeted. Discussed the fact that we have little money but the fields are horrible right now at North and need work done such as topdressing, airating, and rolling. The idea was brought up by the board of field work being done by teams. Kelly and Wayland will set up a time to look into the finances together.
