President’s Report:

President Stahle reported that the MYSA AGM was held and that Kelly Ross had been appointed MYSA Southern District Commissioner

The Champions Challenge tournament was a success.  President Stahle complimented the staff on a job well done.  Stahle referred the board to the executive director’s written report for details on the Champions Challenge.

Treasurer’s Report:

Wayland Mueller submitted financial report for year to date and February totals.  Wayland stated, the indoor building loan will be paid in full in 2018.

OLD BUSINESS:

Parking lot bids for asphalt repairs, sealing and striping were reviewed.  The Springfield Sealing and Striping bid  included an in-kind contribution of about $4500.  Stahle made a motion to accept the Springfield Sealing and Striping bid. 2nd by Wichmer.  All approved.  

Ross updated the board on the Sister Cities Soccer Exchange team trip to Mexico.  Cost to traveling players include air fare as much as $900; $1500 for parents (double occupancy) or $1800 for parents (single occupancy).  Trip is planned for June 26 – July 2.  The board approved $4000 support for Lake Country Soccer attendees on this trip.

NEW BUSINESS

Total Soccer Club, as part of an arrangement for volunteer support and team recruitment for the April tournament received a 30% discount for each Total Soccer Club team that played in the tournament.

The Youth Academy spring program has 13 registrants.

David Cheek raised the idea of running a summer 8v8 league for high school kids and adults to be played under the lights at the North fields to raise overall registration numbers.  David and Kelly to explore options.
